April is Equal Pay Month

US women face one of the largest gender-based pay gaps in the developed world.
Women working full-time earn on the average only 78 cents vs. their male counterparts’
dollar. Most women are still boxed into low-paying “women’s work.” African American
women earn only 69 cents and Latinas just 59 cents.

In 1963, when the Equal Pay Act was passed, full-time working women were paid 59
cents on average vs. a dollar for men. It took 44 years for the wage gap to close just 19
cents -- a rate of less than half a penny a year. This narrowing of the gap has slowed
down over the last six years, with women gaining a mere two cents since 2001!

According to the Institute for Women's Policy Research (IWPR), if equal pay for women
were instituted it would result in $319 billion/yr. gain for US women & their families (in
2008 dollars). A typical woman could expect to gain a total of $210,000 in additional
income if equal pay were the norm over her lifetime.

Yaroslava Longova Forry Kasl: a Mother’s Legacy by Alana Haag

Once upon a time, it was a peaceful place. It was a place of history and beauty; of fragrant fields
and friendly forests. It was a place of art and music and culture. It was where people lived and
worked, where families reed their children, where those children played and sang and danced.
It was her homeland.

As a young girl, she loved going to school. It was a place where she could study mathematics or
science or learn a language different from her &enskill thatcame easily to her. She chose to
learn the language of her geographic neigibGermany. She also chose to play sports, joining

her young male friends on the schoolGsdtsoccer team. It was a wonderful place to be a child,
but her childhoodand tle childhood of so many othebsvas about to come to an abrupt end.

When the German troops marched in to occupy her beloved Bohemia, they closed the schools,
ending her education in the eighth grade. She was devastated for it was where she lo¥d to be
in school. Yes, her childhood was ending, but her determination and resolve were just beginning.

Her male soccer teammates would soon join the Hitler Youth and force her to walk in the road
instead of the sidewalk. The same boys she had laughedndthlayed with at school would

now bang her head against a wall if she failed to say, OHeil HitlerO when they passed. She didnOt
understand, but she would never forget their betrayal of her friendship.

After becoming a medic with the Red Cross, sheddithe Resistance (The Underground),
helping many Czech Jews escape to safety. Forced to work at the Skoda Works making
ammunition for the Germans, she and another worker would hide electrical wiring and machine
parts in their underwear in an effort tdetage the machinery. Their successful sabotage tactics
caused weelong delays, slowing production. Had they been caught, the penalty would have
been death.

He was a 39earold American bachelor who, like so many of his fellow Americans, enlisted to
fight the Nazis. He was among the lucky ones who landed on Omaha Beaeban Because

of his former Army experience and age, he was soon promoted to sergeant and would lead a
platoon across Europe. He never imagined his family roots and his flueRéy German would
change his experience in Europe.

With his fellow soldiers, he fought his way through France and Germany, eventually ending up
staying with families in a village in Czechoslovakia. It was her village.

She was one of the few villagergho spoke German. He was the only soldier who spoke
German. Translating between soldiers and villagers, the now 4élgkeaergeant and the 22
yearold Czech Resistance fighter fell in love.



They were married in her village after the war ended, imeNdber of 1945. He returned to the
states and she would follow lat®Brwhen all the paperwork was in order. She arrived on July 4,
1946, a date she celebrated the rest of her life as Oher American birthdayO.

Learning English was her first duty as a newnigrant and beginning a family was the second.

She often told the story of how she stayed up all night praying that Harry Truman would win the
election in 1948. Even though she could not yet vote, she loved HarryOs spunk because she had
it, too. Shewanted to become part of this new home, to participate, to have a voice. As soon as
possible, she became an American citizen.

As a new American citizen she became a political activist, working for Radio Free Europe and
the Voice of America. With hdrusband, they established the Southern York County Democratic
Club. They started the PTA at their daughterOs school. School was so important to her because
she had been forced to go to work for the Nazis instead of finishing her education. Education was
always an obsession of hers.

Being continuously involved in her daughterOs education, she sent her only child to college to
become a teacher, a language teacher, who would continue her motherOs legacy of dedication to
education and political activismWhen her future sem-law proposed to her daughter, he also

had to promise his dedication to democracy and certainly the Democratic Party.

Over the years, her love for her homeland and its traditions never diminished, but it was
overshadowed by her newfnd love and patriotism for a country where she could be involved in
the democratic process. Her political activism continued for the rest of her life.

As the Democratic Committeewoman for Windsor Borough, she got to know all of Oher DemsO as
she calledhem and continued her work for decades. She was elected to the PA Democratic State
Committee and the Executive Board of the York County Democratic Party.

She helped to eled and defea scores of candidates (Democrats and Republicans, in that
ordeg) and made sure that the officials she helped to elect did the job they promised to do.

All the legislators knew her because she was constantly in contact with them concerning issues
like education, Medicare, Social Security, healthcare, citizen$g, rignmigration laws, the
environment, and the list goes on.

Like so many good Democratic volunteers and activists, she never expected any compensation for
her political work; she did it because she wanted to help make a difference, to help make a better
life for all Americans.

After becoming an American citizen, she didnOt miss voting in an election for over 50 years and
in 2004 was named to the Pennsylvania VoterOs Hall of Fame, and honored by Governor Rendell.
When she was presented with the Chain@s Award at the fall banquet that year, she stood
before the microphone and preached on her favorite topic Oappreciation of freedom.O

On Election Day of November, 2006, she suffered a debilitating heart attack. When she woke up
in York Hospital, the fist question she asked her daughter was, ODid Eddie, Kathy, and Bobby
win?0 NMeaningRendell, BakeKnoll, and Casey) She was glad to hear the election results, but
lamented that we Ostill had to get the Republicans out of the White HouseO and begiaiy asse
who would be the best candidate to do so.

It was one of the few tasks she would leave unfinished. By the end of November she left this
world to the sorrow of a family who adored and respected her.



Her name was Yaroslava Longova Forry Kasl, but her friends knew her simply as “Yarka”
— a nickname that was, perhaps, the only “simple” thing about her.
